Level:  Pre-K, K, 1, 2
Category:  School Days Activity Book
Topics:  Back to School
Materials:  coloring utensils, containers, glue, 
construction paper

Color and make the person to look like your teacher.

Craft: Have children decorate containers.  Label them:
praises, drawings, supplies, suggestions, etc.  All week
have children collect items to put in it for the teacher.

Move “�at O” hands 
forward at head level.
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Move hands down chest to hips.
