Click image for video.

Color, cut out, and attach in order to make a wiggly 
worm.

Craft: Weaving worm.  Cut slats in paper to weave in and
out a paper worm. 

As you call out a
day, they latch on to make a worm and move around 
the room.

Idea: Make the same worm below, but spell out Wed. in 
each part.  Scramble, then put in order.  Reward with 
gummy worms.
