      5 Ideas for Online Meetings 
Preparing students for an emergency: 

Week 1 goal: Students know their phone number. 
Week 2 goal: Students know their address. 
Week 3 goal: Students know names in their home. 
Week 4 goal: Students know what to do in an emergency. 

 
• Adjust these ideas to make it grade or age-appropriate.  
• If students do not have a printed version, direct them to use a 
  sheet of paper to complete the activities. 
• Some work may require caregiver assistance. 

 
 

1. My Emergency Information. Students need to know basic information to be 
ready for any emergency. This form could be sealed and left in the “safe place”. 

 
2. My Emergency Photo Book. Have students take turns sharing their book with 

the class (online). This activity is to help kids be emergency ready with knowing 
names and phone numbers.  

 
3. My Family Rings. Children have fun making their own family rings. We suggest 

making the IDs to match their family members for times of emergency by writing 
names and numbers on the back. Online, have kids wear the clothes of someone 
they made a ring for and introduce themselves as that person, giving the phone #. 

 
4. Who I Live With. Children can have fun learning signs and drawing their own family. 

Online, invite 911 Dispatch to share with the kids how to be ready for an emergency. 
Ask 911 to let your students to a practice call with them.  

  
5. Teacher Topics for further discussion 

Contact your local police department to schedule an online or in person safety 
training for your students based on your needs. What to do if: 
a. You find your parents not waking up 
b. Fire in your house 
c. Someone touches you in private places 
d. Crossing the street
